 FEE SCHEDULE effective 02-16-2010

This center is committed to providing services to all in the Eastern Upper Peninsula apart from of their ability to pay a fee.  Individual circumstances that may allow a reduction or waiver of a fee should be discussed with a case manager.  

A $35 fee is charged for participants who do not show for a scheduled mediation; this fee is not waived.  Participants unable to keep a scheduled appointment must reschedule mediation at least two workdays prior to the mediation to avoid this fee.

General Mediation/Conciliation Service:


· $35 fee due at completion of mediation or conciliation from party requesting services for Small Claims, Landlord/Tenant, General Civil, and other cases with settlements up to $3,000

· $75 fee due at completion of mediation or conciliation from party requesting services for General Civil or other cases with settlements $3,000 to $25,000

· $75/hour fee due at completion of mediation or conciliation from party requesting services for cases with settlements over $25,000 or seeking equitable relief in Circuit Court

Eldercare Mediations, Divorce Mediations, Family Mediations

· $75 fee due at completion of mediation or conciliation from party requesting services

Meeting Facilitation

· $35/hour of time facilitator works pre, during, and post meeting on service

Conflict Resolution Training for Businesses and Organizations

· $150/hour of class or workshop/10 participants - or negotiated amount

Contract/Agreement covered cases:

· No charge to mediation participants of court-referred and court-ordered cases - Case is considered court-referred only if request comes directly to center from court personnel.  

· No charge to mediation participants where the primary goal of mediation is to resolve conflicts that create obstacles to the non-custodial parent having access to his or her child(ren) - State Court Administrative Office pays center

· No charge to participants of Special Education mediations, conciliations, facilitations, workshops, and presentations –Michigan Special Education Mediation Program pays center 

· No charge to participants of Civil Rights mediations –Michigan Department of Civil Rights pays center 

· No charge to participants of mediation of any “clinical” or Recipient Rights cases involving Hiawatha Behavioral Health (HBH) staff and/or clients – HBH pays center.
